
Mid Penn Motion Foul Shot Competition & Fundraiser

Mid Penn Motion is excited to host our Foul Shot Competition & Fundraiser, combining skill development, friendly competition, and team fundraising to support our athletes and program initiatives.
Each player will participate in a 50-shot foul shooting challenge while raising funds through individual sponsorships. A fun and meaningful way for families and supporters to invest in our athletes and community.


How It Works:
· Every athlete will attempt 50 total free throws.
· Players will rotate in groups, shooting 10 shots at a time until all 50 attempts are completed.
· A parent volunteer or coach will track, and record all made shots to ensure accuracy.

Players collect sponsors who pledge:
· A dollar amount per made shot (example: $1 per made shot = up to $50), or
· A flat donation amount regardless of results.
· After the competition, sponsors will submit donations based on the player’s total shots made or their pledged flat fee.

Fundraising Goal
· Each player is encouraged to raise a minimum of $50 through sponsorships. Players are welcome to exceed this goal and maximize their impact.

Competition Awards
The player with the most made free throws in each division will receive a gift card prize:
· Elementary Division: Grades 4–6 (Boys & Girls)
· Middle School Division: Grades 7–8 (Boys & Girls)
· High School Division: Grades 9–11 (Boys & Girls)
· Participants must be present and compete in person to be eligible for awards.

Funds raised will help support:
· Training sessions and program events
· Equipment and operational costs
· Registration assistance for players and families in need, ensuring every athlete has the opportunity to participate in Mid Penn Motion.
