Practice Information 

1.​ Cancellations 

○​ Weather-related cancellations will be communicated by the director. However, it is 
the coach’s responsibility to recognize dangerous weather and clear the field when 
necessary. Kersey Recreation follows CHSAA rules regarding lightning delays.  

○​ If the school district cancels after-school activities, recreation practices will be 
cancelled that day as well. Other cancellations may be made by the director. 

■​ There are no scheduled cancellations on the schedule currently. 

○​ Practices may be cancelled at the coaches’ discretion, but should be communicated 
to the director. 

2.​ Practice times 

○​ NVAA limits weekly practice times to 3 hours per week; Tri-Valley limits practices 
to 2 hours per week. 

○​ Makeup practices will be scheduled only in instances of cancellations from the 
department or school.  

■​ Brandon work hours: Mon-Thurs 7:30 AM - 5:30 PM (on-call during 
practices and games); limited availability Fridays 

○​ Coaches MUST let the director know if their team is or is not practicing.  

○​ While most participants in recreation sports also attend PV schools, our recreation 
teams are GUESTS at their facilities. We pay for use of the gymnasiums and are 
expected to use only those areas and return them to the state we found them. 
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Game Information 

1.​ Flag football games will be held in Eaton (K, 1st/2nd Grade on Wed.; 3rd/4th, 5th/6th on 
Thurs.). Tri-Valley soccer games are divided between LaSalle, Platteville, and Kersey on 
Saturday mornings. NVAA volleyball games are held at rotating league chapter sites on 
Saturdays between 9 AM and 5 PM. The first game will be held Sept. 3rd and 4th for flag 
football and Sept. 6th for volleyball and soccer. 

2.​ The game schedule is created and released by the respective leagues. Teams will be 
notified as soon as it is available online. 

3.​ Game cancellations are made at the discretion of the host sites and league standards.
