Failure to Comply

Failure to comply with any law, city ordinance, park regulation, or reasonable request from an authorized staff person
can result in immediate removal from the facility AND/OR suspension of player/ spectator privileges AND/OR citation
AND/OR loss of eligibility to participate in any City of Lynchburg Parks & Recreation program, AND/OR loss of the
privilege to visit & enjoy City of Lynchburg Parks & Recreation facilities.
